Czech ODA project

„Support to Overcoming of consequences of Herbicides/dioxin in Vietnam“
On Tuesday October 7, 2014, the Office of National Steering Committee 33, MONRE (Office 33) organizes a Closing Workshop on the project “Support to Overcoming of consequences of Herbicides/dioxin in Vietnam”. The project has been implemented by DEKONTA–ALS consortium in cooperation with the Civic Association Development Worldwide. The project was funded by the Czech Development Agency in the framework of the Official Development Assistance between Czech Republic and Vietnam. Its budget for the period 6/2012 – 11/2014 was 9.6 million CZK (approximately 480 000 USD). The main objectives included capacity building of Vietnamese sampling and laboratory centers and development of monitoring plans and construction of groundwater monitoring systems at Bien Hoa and Phu Cat Airbases.
The workshop will be chaired by Mr. Bùi Cách Tuyến, Deputy Minister of MONRE - Vice Chairman of the National Steering Committee 33. The invited participants represent key national and international institutions and experts engaged in the assessment and remediation of dioxin contamination in Vietnam, including representatives of the Embassies and donor agencies of the Czech Republic, United States, Sweden, South Korea and Japan, representatives of UNDP, representatives of MONRE, MOD, MPI, VEA, VRTC, and Vietnam Association for Victims of Agent Orange/dioxin, and experts from academic and private sector, regional authorities, and from other related projects and programs. Besides presenting the project results, the workshop will also provide a space for discussion on follow-up activities related to minimizing the negative impacts of dioxin contamination in Vietnam.

The workshop will take place in Hanoi in Bao Son Hotel, No. 50 Nguyen Chi Thanh str., from 8:30 to 14:00.
